FILTER BAG CLEANING

Filter bag should be taken out and washed by clean and warm water when it was covered with
dust, you can use the litmusless scour to wash

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. After cleaning the barrels, filters and related accessories, check if leaks. After each use, clean

the filter and do not use a wet filter at all times.

. Check the plug if damage, place the plug.

. Check whether there is something plug the air intake, if any, please clean.
. Carefully put the machine, do not beat

. Keep the machine dry

. if filter covered with dust, wash with cold water, if necessary, may also use neutral detergent

cleaning, Do not use corrosive objects to clean. Do not put entire head directly in the water

cleaning.

. Do not let the machine work for a long time, each working time is best in 2 hours, otherwise will

reduce the machine life.

. after a long time the filter will be covered the dust, suction will be weakened. To avoid the

weakening of suction, always clean the filter.

. if any abnormal vibration or noise or smell, Must immediately stop using the machine, and

maintenance.
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
